Agricultural food production is one of the fundamental modes of interaction 
between the human species and the environment. Since its beginnings it is 
one of the main factors shaping the biosphere on earth. Being an important 
human practice, it not only shaped cultures but still is a defining factor for 
societies. Today food production is a major driver of climate change, but also 
one of the main impact areas. Understanding food production in the context of 
its deep past is a key aspect for a sustainable future.
